The National Council of Radio and Television receives applications for

the national television license

The National Council of Radio and Television (NCRT) has received on the 15th of November, the applications put forward by the media outlets that have requested to be licensed as national private televisions.  The chairman of the commission that will scrutinize the applications and decide on the winner is Mr. Frano Kulli.

There were two candidates, Top Channel and Vizion Plus which have been both deemed satisfactory for the first phase of the application and have been qualified to continue the process to the next stage. According to the pertaining legislation the NCRT should come out with a decision with 90 days.

The license to operate as a national private television has been in the centre of the political debate in Albania for a long while. The licensing process done by the NCRT has often been often accused as politicized and biased. Earlier in October the opposition has requested that both candidates, Vision Plus and Top Channel, receive the national license, otherwise the opposition has threatened to block the competition process that was opened by the NCRT. According to the opposition both contenders comply fully with the criteria and requirements that are needed for the national license and therefore there was no reason why they shouldn't both receive the license.
